In his career he had expositions in numerous
galeries, for example in France, Germany, Italy and Luxemburg.

Karel Appel (1921 1 2006)

Who is Karel Appel?

Christiaan Karel Appel was born in his parents' house at 7
Dapperstraat, Amsterdam, Netherlands. On the ground floor, " 3
his father, Jan Appel, had a barber shop. His mother, born

Johanna Chevalier, was a descendant of French Hugenots.
Karel Appel had three brothers. At fourteen, Appel produced
his first real painting, on canvas, a still life of a fruit basket.
For his fifteenth birthday, his wealthy uncl e Karel Chevalier
gave him a paint set and an easel. An avid amateur painter
himself, Chevalier gave his namesake some lessons in
painting. 19 years old he is admitted to the Rijks-Academie in
Amsterdam, where he studiedfrom 1940 to 1943. In 1946 his
first solo show was held in Groningen, the Netherlands, and he participated in
the Jonge Schilders exhibition at the Stedelijk Museum of Amsterdam. About
this time Appel was influenced first by Pablo Picasso and Henri Matisse, then by
Jean Dubuffet. In 1948 Karel Appel founded Nederlandse Experimentele Group
together with among others Constant, Corneille and Eugene Brands, and later
that year he was one of six who signed the manifest of the COBRA movement in
Paris. Beside his large production of paintings Karel Appel can add graphic
works and illustrations, sculptures, ceramic works and large decorations of
buildings and rooms. With his colors and childish lines Karel Appel seduces
most of us, because we recognize the childhood and the fantasy in his pictures.
His unspoiled motifs of children and animals in this period are depicted with
strong and bright colors surrounded by sharp black outlines. While the motif
stands the way of expression are replaced in the beginning of the fifthties by a
more freely and more emotional way. The quantities of paint too are used more
unrestrained, and for a period he paints almost three-dimensional paintings.
Barge Birch, who was friend with Asger Jorn before COBRA, is introduced to
Appel and they form a partnership which leads to several exhibitions - solo in
1949-71-83 and many mixed exhibitions alongside many of his COBRA- friends.
Karel Appels work is exhibited in many gallerys in USA and all over Europe as
well his work is represented in the finest museums in the world. He was
awarded the UNESCO Prize at the 27th International Biennale in Venice, and
the first prize at the Guggenheim International Exhibition in New York in 1960.
He has exhibited in galleries worldwide and is represented in the collections of
major museums in the United States, Canada, England, France, and Holland.

Alfons Blomme (1889 1 1979)

Who is Alfons Blomme?

Alfons Blomme , was born the second Febuary 1889 in
Roeselare, Netherlands.In 1909 he finished his studies at
the art academy of Roeselare with honours and left the
city. Blomme was well known for his still | ifes with
impressionistic features. During his studies in Bruxelles
he got to know Jungendstil- and Neo Impressionism.
When his contemporaries changed to Surrealism, he still
worked in this older stil. He discovered the artwork of
Emile Claus and invented his own particular technic:
Pointillismus. In 1920 he won the Prix de Rome. ‘ )
Alfons Blomme took his inspiration from the impressions he got Wh|Ie he Was
traveling. However, painting was not his only activity. He was also working on
delineations and sculptur es.In 1929 he married Kaatje in Uccle and moved to
De Haan, where he met Albert Einstein in 1933. They became friends and
Blomme made portraits of him. In the years 19351940 Blomme was the
director of the Academy of Fine Arts in Ostende.

He died in 1979 and has a museum in Roeselare that is named after him.

Fernando Botero (1947  -)

Who is Fernando Botero?

Fernando Botero, the son of a Colombian travelling salesman was trained as a
matador from the age of twelve beside his college education. The bullfighting
ring was one of the first large subjects in his early drawings. In 1948 he
exhibited for the first time in Medell in together with other artists from his home
province Antioquia. In 1951 Botero moved to Bogota, where he met with the
Columbian avant-gar de i n the circle of the caf ®a
months he had his first one-man show at Leo Matiz' gallery. After studying in
Madrid at the Academia San Fernando and the PradoMuseum Botero went to
Italy where he began studying art history in Florence in 1953. He studied the
technique of fresco painting for a long time and copied Giotto and Anrea del
Castagro. He returned to Bogota two years later, where an exhibition of his
works from the time in Italy was a failure. In 1956 he married Gloria Zea and
moved to Mexico, where he found his own style influenced by Diego Rivera's
Mexican mural painting. Botero was appointed professor for painting at the art
academy of Bogotd and established himself as the most important young
Columbian artist. In 1960 he moved to New York and was awarded the
Guggenheim National Prize for Columbia. The very same year he separated
from his wife. Botero's very refined vivid painting style was first noticeable in
his painting aFamilie Pinz-n' in 1965.
important European exhibition at the Staatliche Kunsthalle Baden -Baden and
had his breakthrough in the USA with his first exhibition at an American
museum at the Milwaukee Art Center in December. The following years he
spent alternately in Columbia, New York and Europe. Since the birth of his son
Pedro from a second marriage in 1970, he recorded artistcally his first years.
Even after the death of his son in a car accident at the age of four he often
attended to the motif. In 1973 Botero moved to Paris, where his first sculptures
where executed. Temporarily he only attended to sculptures before resuming
painting in 1978. In 1983 he settled in Tuscany, for two years he only painted
bull fight scenes, which were shown at the Marlborough Gallery in New York in
1985. To this day Botero's works are shown in numerous international museums
and exhibitions. He lives and works in New York and Paris.

César Baldaccini (1921 - 1998)

Who is César?

César was at the forefront of theNouveau Réalisme
movement with his radical compressions (compacted
automobiles, discarded metal, or rubbish), expansions
(polyurethane foam sculptures), and fantastic
representations of animals and insects.

He was a French sculptor, born in 1921 of Italian
parents in the working class neighbourhood of la Belle-
de-Mai in Marseilles. His father was acooper and bar
owner. His full name was César Baldaccini, but is
usually known as César. After studying at the Ecole des
Beaux-Arts, Marseilles (1935-39) he went on to the
Ecole des BeauxArts in Paris (1943-48). He began
making sculptures by welding together pieces of scrap metal in 1952 and first
made his reputation with solid welded sculptures of insects, various kinds of
animals, nudes, etc. His first one-man exhibition took place at the Galerie
Lucien Durand, Paris in 1954. His early work used soldered and welded metal as
well as junk materials, and by 1960 César was considered one of France's
leading sculptors. In that year on a visit to a scrap merchant in search of metal,
he saw a hydraulic crushing machinein operation, and decided to experiment
with it in his sculpture. He astonished his followers by showing three crushed
cars at a Paris exhibition. It was for these 'Compressions' that César became
renowned. César selected particular cars for crushing, mixing elements from
differently coloured vehicles. In this way he could control the surface pattern
and colour scheme of the piece. Later the same year joined the Nouveaux
Réalistes (New Realists) with Arman, Klein, Raysse, Tinguely, Pierre Restany
and others who found their inspiration in urban life. In 1965 he started to work
with plastics, first with plastic moulds of human imprints, then from 1966 by
pouring expanded polyurethane which was allowed to expand and solidify. He
gave up making welded metal sculpture in 1966 and organised a series of
Happenings from 1967-1970in which he produced expansions in the presence
of an audience. His later works also include sculptures made out of molten
crystal. He is the creator of the César du cinématrophy which awards the best in
French cinema. He was madeChevalier (Knight) of the Légion d'honneur on 22
January 1978 and promoted Officier (Officer) in 1993. He married Rosine and
had one daughter Anna.He died in Paris in December 1998. Following his death
there was an extended dispute over his will between his widow and daughter on
the one hand and Stéphanie Busuttil, his companion at the time of his death on
the other.

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Christo (1935 -)

Who is Christo?

Christo Vladimirov Javacheff was born
June 13, 1935n Gabrovo, Bulgaria. His
father, Vladimir Yavachev, was a scientist, l
and his mother, Tsveta Dimitrova, born in
Macedonia, was the secretary at the
Academy of Fine Artsin Sofia. Artists
from the Academy who visited his family
observed Christo's artistic talent while he
was still of a very young age.Christo
studied art at the Sofia Academy from
1953 to 1956, and went toPrague, Czech
Republic until 1957, when he escaped theCommunist State by bribing a rallway

official and stowing away with several other individuals onboard a train

transporting medicine and medical supplies to Austria. Christo quickly settled

in Vienna, and enrolled at the Vienna Academy of Fine Arts. After only one

semester there, he moved toParis in 1958. As a result of his flight, he lost his

citizenship and became astateless person His life in Paris was characterized by

financial hardship and social isolation, which was worsened by his difficulty

learning the French language He earned money by painting portraits, which he

likened to prostitution and signed with his family name "Javachef" while his

early works were signed "Christo". His wife Jeanne-Claude and him were born

on the same date.They first met in Paris in October 1958. To avoid confusing

the public and art dealers they used aly the name "Christo" until 1994 when

most of the works were retr-Chatdeel gnthys d@dé
were by "Christo” alone. They flew in separate planes: in case one crashed, the

other could continue their work. They created environmental art works. Their

works include the wrapping of the Reichstagin Berlin and the Pont-Neuf bridge

in Paris, the 24-mile-long artwork called Running Fence in Sonomaand Marin

counties in California, and The Gatesin New York City's Central Park. Although

their work is visually impressive and often controversial as a result of its scale,

the artists have repeatedly denied that their projects contain any deeper

meaning than their immediate aesthetic. The purpose of their art, they contend,

is simply to create works of art or joy and beauty and to create new ways of

seeing familiar landscapes Art critic David Bourdon has described Christo's

wrappings as a "revelation through concealment.oTo his critics Christo replies,

"l am an artist, and | have to have courage... Do you know that | don't have any

artworks that exi st? They all go away when they're finished. Only the

preparatory drawings, and collages are left, giving my works an almost

legendary character. | think it takes much greater courage to create things to be

gone than to create things that will remain.
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Jeanne-Claude died, aged 74, on November 18, 2009, from complications of a
brain aneurysm

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Corneille (1922 -)

Who is Corneille?

Corneille was born 1922 in Lieége,Belgium. He grew up
in Belgium and immigrated 1940 to the Netherlands,
where he attended a drawing course at theAmsterdam
Rijksakademie and thought himself how to paint. While
at the academy he became a close friend of Karel Appel
In 1948 he Co-founded the REFLEX movement and the
CoBra or Cobra Group.

After Corneille moved to Paris in 1950, he started to
study etching under S.W. Hayter at Atelier 17, in 1953.
To study ceramics with Mazzotti he lived from 1954 to
1955 in Albisola Mare in Italy. When he returned (1956)
he got awarded with the Guggenheim Netherlands
Prize. From 1961 until 1966 he workedin Mallorca and
Cadaquesin Spain. Until now he lives and works in Paris.

Leonor Fini (1908 1 1996)

Who is Leonor Fini?

Leonor Fini was born in August 1908 in Buenos Aires,
Argentina she was a surrealistpainter. She was born
in Buenos Aires to an Italian mother and an Argentine
father. Her mother left her father before Leonor's first
birthday and returned to Trieste, Italy with her child.
In an effort to foil kidnap attempts by her father, Fini
was disguised as a boy whenever she left her house
until the age of five. After leaving Trieste for Milan at
the age of 17, she relocated to Paris in either 1931 or
1932. There, she became acquainted with, among
many others, Paul Eluard, Max Ernst, Georges
Bataille, Henri Cartier -Bresson, Picassq André Pieyre
de Mandiargues, and Salvador Dali. She traveled
Europe by car with Mandiargues and Cartier-Bresson where she was
photographed nude in a swimming pool by Cartier-Bresson. The photograph of
Fini sold in 2007 for $305,000 - the highest price paid at auction for one of his
works to that date. She painted portraits of Jean Genet Anna Magnani, Jacques
Audiberti , Alida Valli, Jean Schlumberger (jewellery designer)and Suzanne
Flon as well as many other celebrities and wealthy visitors to Paris. While
working for Elsa Schiaparelli she designed the flacon for the perfume,
"Shocking", which became the top selling perfume for the House of Schiaparelli.
She designed costumes and decorations for theatre, ballet and opera, including
the first ballet performed by Roland Petit's Ballet de Paris,"Les Demoiselles de
la nuit", featuring a young Margot Fonteyn. This was a payment of gratitude for
Fini's having been instrumental in finding the funding for the new ballet
company. She also designed the costumes for two films, Renato Castellani's
Romeo and Juliet (1954) and John Huston's A Walk with Love and Death
(1968), which starred 18 year old Anjelica Huston and Moshe Dayaris son,
Assaf.In the 1970s, she wrote three novels,Rogomelec, Moumour, Contes pour
enfants velu and Oneiropompe. Her friends included Jean Cocteay Giorgio de
Chirico, and Alberto Moravia , Fabrizio Clerci and most of the other artists and
writers inhabiting or visiting Paris. She illustrated many works by the great
authors and poets, including Edgar Allan Poe, Charles Baudelaireand
Shakespeare as well as texts by new writers. She was very generous with her
illustrations and donated many drawings to writers to help them get published.
She is, perhaps, best known for her graphic illustrations for Histoire d'O . It has
been said about her that she is the only artist to paint women without apology.
Many of her paintings feature strong, beautiful women (many times resembling
herself) in ceremonial or provocative situations. Men are often portrayed as
lithe figures who are under the protection of her females. The sphinx and cats
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play major parts in her paintings, as does the theme of 'the double'. She was
equally adept at etching, drawing, watercolor and oil painting.

She once said, Marriage never appealed to me, | have never lived with one
person. Since | was 18 I've always preferred to live in a sort of community- A
big house with my atelier and cats and fiends, one with a man who was rather a
lover and another who was rather a friend. And it has always worked. She then
proceeded to do so. Two Italian aristocrats, her lover the Marquis Stanislao
Lepri and Count Sforzino Sforza. On a visit to Rome a few years later Fini fell in
Love with a Polish writer Konstanty Jele E&s ki , known as Kot. She
to discover that he was the illegitimate half-brother of Sforzino, who by now had
left her. Kot joined Fini and Lepri in their Paris apartment and the three
remained inseparable until their deaths. She also employed an assistant to join
the household, which he described as a little bit of prison and a lot of theatre.
One of his jobs was to look after her beloved Persian cats. Gradually, she
acquired 17 of them; they shared her bed and, at mealtimes, were allowed to
roam the dinin g-table selecting tasty morsels.

A biographical song about Leonor Fini's life is featured on Welsh artist Katell
Keineg's 1997 second album Jet.

She died in January 18, 1996 inParis, France.

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Diego Gadir (1965 -)

Who is Diego Gadir?

Diego Gil Parra (Diego Gadir) was born in
Cadiz On July 19, 1965. He started drawing
very young, influenced by his father.

He studied fine arts at the University of Sevile,
even though he did not gather the teacher's [%
title. When he was 18, he celebratedhis first A& &
individual exhibition (Gadir paintings and g
drawings) in Seville. Aged 25, he becme a |
professional painter. Since then, his works are
displayed regularly, in the most prestigious galleries of art, foundations and
public rooms of the country. Likewise, his paintings and drawings have been
exposed in Paris, Geneva, Béziers, Aix in Provence, Brussels and London. Up to
the current importance, nine important monograph s have been edited about his
pictorial and literary work, of which prologues and commentaries are written by
the greatest authorities of culture, such as L. M. Anson, M. Antolin Peace, J.
Bassegoda and Nonell, J. M. Gentleman Bonald, or Carlos Rojas betwes
others. He has travelled and worked in England, Russia, France, Austria, Italy.
He has received prizes of prestige as the Golden medal of the International
Lounge of Béziers (1992), the First International Prize of Drawing " Foundation
Ynglada-Guillot " of the Royal (Real) Catalan Academy of Fine arts (1995), three
Medals of the Prize BMW of Painting (1995, 97 and 99), the First Prize of
Drawing of the Royal (Real) Academy of Fine arts of Seville (1996), etc.

He is an author of the emblem of the 45 © Eucharistic International Congress of
Seville of 1993. Significant facts in his career have been the acquisition, in 1993,
of his work Yellow of March, by the town hall of Béziers's French villa for his
Museum of Fine arts ; the installation of the mural The m an and the tree
fragmented, in the parish of the Corpus Christi in Seville, in 1994 ; or the
polemic suspension of his exhibition in the Monastery of Moguer's Santa Clara,
in 1998, because of his erotic content and the destruction of the cartel
announcing his exhibition celebrating his work in the Royal Fortress of Seville,
one year later, by someone who considered it to be immoral. In 1999, he realized
six individual exhibitions, between which one deserves to emphasize those of
Barcelona (Life SegurosGeneralli and Gallery Maria Salvat), Seville (Royal
Fortress) and Cadiz (Bastion of the Candlemas and Gallery Benot). In 2000,
some other personal samples were celebrated in the galleries: Tavira of Bilbao,
Juan de Juanes of Alicante, Fabien Fryns of Marbella Alfama of Madrid and
Isabel Ignacio of Seville.

Emile Gilioli (1911 i 1977)

Who is Emile Gilioli?

Son of a shoemaker workman, Emile Gilioli was born in
1911 in Paris (where he died in 1977)He was born at the
edge of the channel St Martin. When he was 3 years old,
the family left Paris for Mantoue (Italy). There, Emile was
empl oyed to forge. After th
settled down in Nice. He followed courses to the Ecole des
Arts Décoratifs and in the same time he was still forging. At
17 years old, he worked with a craftsman sculptor. Two '
years later - he was 19 years old he passed the ParisEcole-des-Beaux-Arts

entrance examination and he joined Jean Bou
The chanceof his mobilization in Grenoble in 1939, his meeting with the

Museum curator contributed to know the cubists and particularly the painter

Pierre Closon, one of the rare French artigs who personally shared the abstract
adventure-beginnings. Gilioli came back to Paris in 1945; he bound toPoliakoff

and Deyrolle and took his place in the young abstract school of Paris He

seriously participated in all the exposures of the young sculpture, in France and

abroad.

His first personal exposure took place in Grenoble, in 1945. Very early, he got

public order (in |Isere).

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Keith Ha rring (1958 1 1990)

Who is Keith Harring?

Keith Haring was born on May 4, 1958 in Reading,
Pennsylvania, and was raised in nearby Kutztown,
Pennsylvania. He developed a love for drawing at a very
early age, learning basic cartooning skills from his father and
from the popular culture around him, such as Dr. Seuss and
Walt Disney. Upon graduation from high school in 1976,
Haring enrolled in the vy School of Professional Art in
Pittsburgh, a commercial arts school. He soon realized that
he had little interest in becoming a commercial graphic artist
and, after two semesters, dropped ou. While in Pittsburgh,
Haring continued to study and work on his own and in 1978
had a solo exhibition of his work at the Pittsburgh Arts and Crafts Center. Later

that same year, Haring moved to New York City and enrolled in the School of

Visual Arts (SVA). In New York, Haring found a thriving alternative art

community that was developing outside the gallery and museum system, in the

downtown streets, the subways and spaces in clubs and former dance halls.

Here he became friends with fellow artists Kenny Scharf and Jean-Michel

Basquiat, as well as the musicians, performance artists and graffiti writers that

comprised the burgeoning art community. Haring was swept up in the energy

and spirit of this scene and began to organize and participate in exhibitions and

performances at Club 57 and other alternative venues. In addition to being

impressed by the innovation and energy of his contemporaries, Haring was also

inspired by the work of Jean Dubuffet, Pierre Alechinsky, William Burroughs,

Brion Gysinand RobertHe nr i 6 s Mt At Spieits whach asserted the

fundamental independence of the artist. With these influences Haring was able

to push his own youthful impulses toward a singular kind of graphic expression

based on the primacy of the line. Also drawnto the public and participatory

nature of Chri st oRusninglencke,, amd pbayr tAncduyl aWar ho
unique fusion of art and life, Haring was determined to devote his career to

creating a truly public art. As a student at SVA, Haring experimented with

performance, video, installation and collage, while always maintaining a strong

commitment to drawing. In 1980, Haring found a highly effective medium that

allowed him to communicate with the wider audience he desired, when he

noticed the unused advertising panels covered with matte black paper in a

subway station. He began to create drawings in white chalk upon these blank

paper panels throughout the subway system. Between 1980 and 1985, Haring

produced hundreds of these public drawings in rapid rhythm ic lines, sometimes
creating as many as forty Asubway dr awingsa?o
images became familiar to New York commuters, who often would stop to

engage the artist when they encountered him at work. The subway became, as
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Haringsaid,a fl aboratoryo for working out his id
simple lines. Between 1980 and 1989, Haring achieved international recognition

and participated in numerous group and solo exhibitions. His first solo

exhibition in New York.was held at th e Westbeth Painters Space in 1981.In

1982, he made his Soho gallery debut with an immensely popular and highly

acclaimed one-man exhibition at the Tony Shafrazi Gallery. During this period,

he also participated in renowned international survey exhibition s such as

Documenta 7 in Kassel; the Sdo Paulo Biennial; and the Whitney Biennial.

Haring completed numerous public projects i
ranging from an animation for the Spectacolor billboard in Times Square,

designing sets andbackdrops for theaters and clubs, developing watch designs

for Swatch and an advertising campaign for Absolut vodka; and creating murals

worldwide. In April 1986, Haring opened the Pop Shop, a retail store in Soho

selling T-shirts, toys, posters, buttons and magnets bearing his images. Haring

considered the shop to be an extension of his work and painted the entire

interior of the store in an abstract black on white mural, creating a striking and

unique retail environment. The shop was intended to allow people greater

access to his work, which was now readily available on products at a low cost.

The shop received criticism from many in the art world, however Haring

remained committed to his desire to make his artwork available to as wide an

audience as posdble, and received strong support for his project from friends,

fans and mentors including Andy Warhol. Throughout his career, Haring

devoted much of his time to public works, which often carried social messages.

He produced more than 50 public artworks between 1982 and 1989, in dozens

of cities around the world, many of which were created for charities, hospitals,

chil drends day care centersCrachidWack phanages.

Haring

also held drawing workshops for children in schools and museums in New York,

Amsterdam, London, Tokyo and Bordeaux, and produced imagery for many

literacy programs and other public service campaigns. Haring was diagnosed

with AIDS in 1988. In 1989, he established the Keith Haring Foundation, its

mandate being to provide funding and imagery to AIDS organizations and

chil drendés programs, and to expand the audi
exhibitions, publ ications and the licensing of his images. Haring enlisted his

imagery during the last years of his life to speak about his own illness and

generate activism and awareness about AIDS. During a brief but intense career

t hat spanned t he 1 as3dataredintbeer li0hsgldand gnoapr k= w
exhibitions. In 1986 alone, he was the subject of more than 40 newspaper and

magazine articles. He was highly sought after to participate in collaborative

projects ,and worked with artists and performers as diverse asMadonna, Grace

Jones, Bill T. Jones, William Burroughs, Timothy Leary, Jenny Holzer, Yoko

Ono and Andy Warhol. By expressing universal concepts of birth, death, love,

sex and war, using a primacy of line and directness of message, Haring was able

to attract a wide audience and assure the accessibility and staying power of his

imagery, which has become a universally recognized visual language of the 20th

century. Keith Haring died of AIDS related complications at the age of 31 on

February 16, 1990. A memorial service was held on May 4, 1990 at the Cathedral
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of St. John the Divine in New York City, with over 1,000 people in attendance.
Since his death, Haring has been the subject of several international
retrospectives. The work of Keith Haring can be seen taday in the exhibitions
and collections of major museums around the world.

Felix Labisse (1905 1 1982)
Who is Felix Labisse?

Felix Labisse was a french painter, illustrator and stage
designer, who was born the 9th of March 1905 in Douai. He
was of Flemish and Polish descent and worked in both
France and Belgium. On a visit to Ostend in 1922 he met
James Ensor, whose lifelong friendship he later
commemorated in Bonjour M. Ensor (1964; Ostend, Mus. S.
Kst.). In 1927 he set p his studio in Ostend, where he was
associated not only with Ensor but also with Constant
Permeke and Léon Spilliaert, and with the poets Henri Van
de Putte, Jean Teugels and Michel de Ghelderode, and the film maker Henri
Storck. He was selftaught and strongly influenced at first by Ensor. He sought
to render both his own poetic reveries and the preoccupations of modern life
through a technique of smoothly painted and strongly outlined violent colours.
He specialized in images of a particular type of woman, at once strangely
sensual and cold, whom he painted in blue and other exaggerated hues and who
haunted his pictures like a mythical goddess, as inOn the Other Side of the
Grape-harvest Month (1980; Ghent, priv. col.). In 1928 he and Storck founded
the Ciné Club in Ostend, which disseminated avantgarde films by Man Ray,
Carl Dreyer and Fritz Lang, and he made a film of his own, La Mort de Vénus.
In 1930 he founded the literary review Tribord , which ran to eight issues;
collaborators included Max Jacob, Franz Hellens and Jean Teugels. He died
January 1982 in Paris.
